Came to my client as a potential search and rescue dog (badly misrepresented by Guide dog facility- though Chris is attempting to train her in this field)

	Practitioner Observations

	Friendly on entering home. Laid down, relaxed while Chris and I went over Joy's profile. 
I had Chris assess Joy. Cool ear tips and tail. No obvious sore areas, she tolerated all legs/ feet being touched. Joy became unsure during the assessment, excessive tail motion, licking, squirming, sitting on top of my feet and dropping to the floor. We broke from the assessment frequently to walk Joy around the house before resuming the assessment.

GOOD TO DO THIS IN CHUNKS

Areas to Address
1. Mouth work

2.Tail/ hip area
3. General body work


TTouches used/Response

	I started with Clouded Leopard (CL) on Joy's body- random circles and pressure of 3. Joy was rolling onto her back immediately. Stopped to show the client how to do basic circles using our forearms. Returned to Joy - did a Noah's March down to her tail and took Joy's tail and did circles with her tail against her hind leg- she sat on me.  Moved outside to do ground work.
GOOD CHOICE


Other Learning Exercises/Response

	I set up a small ground work course, including a labyrinth, a number of different surfaces for her to walk on and a raised circular poles obstacle. Joy was placed in a step in harness with a super balance leash. 
GREAT

I placed a 1/2 wrap on her and explained to Chris how to utilize the course/labyrinth so she could walk her through. 
Joy could walk over the different surfaces laid out in the ground work without any issues, but did not pick her feet up when walking over the raised poles.
WAS CHRIS ABLE TO USE THE SUPER BALANCE EFFECTIVELY TO REBALANCE AND DIRECT JOY?

During pauses in the labyrinth I attempted to do Clouded Leopard touches, then switched to Lying Leopard when Joy would continually sit down when touched.

I tried small racoon touches- quick random  circles, light touch-pressure 2, on her head and neck.
I moved to using the back of my hand, doing slides from her mouth to her ears. Joy continued to sit at these touches.

Her tail was still in constant motion during ground work. I took the 1/2 wrap and pulled it briefly over her tail, only for seconds at a time as she appeared uncomfortable with this.

GOOD TO TRY VARIOUS APPROACHES

Joy was initially unbalanced on her back legs with the right out and back, though this did improve by the end. On her final walk through the labyrinth Joy did manage to stand still on the pauses and on 2 stops had all 4 legs under her body with even weight.

GREAT

-Before stopping the session Joy did allow me to do some slides along her mouth, Clouded Leopard around her mouth, a number of fluke slides and she tolerated being rubbed along her upper gum at the front of her mouth.

	We started this session with ground work. A 1/2 wrap was put on and Chris took her through the labyrinth. Joy's tail was still moving constantly and periodically I would pull it down over her tail which she tolerated better this time 
I also continued to do tail circles against her hind leg, which she would allow, standing for them. Chris took her over the different surfaces, which she did well. On the raised circular poles Joy would still knock 1/2 of them over. 
I did non habitual leg movements with her 2 hind legs (circular movements) and applied a full wrap to Joy, incorporating the wrap around her hind legs. Chris moved her again around the course, there was a slight improvement in Joy's perception of her hind legs. 

SOMETIMES IT HELPS IF THE PERSON LIFTS THEIR LEGS HIGHER AS THEY STEP OVER THE POLES (BE SURE TO CONTINUE STEPPING THIS WAY UNTIL THE DOG’S HIND LEGS ARE OVER THE POLES)

I did some random CL over Joy's body, which she stood for and finished the session with some tail work, moving her tail both directions and supporting her base of tail as l gently pulled her tail outwards. She did try and move away with this touch.

	Chris had been continuing with the TTouches and Joy had improved in training, appearing more confident and carrying out the skills required of her at her current level. 
GREAT

I joined the SAR team for this session at a Urban SAR training day, which included using an advanced level agility field. In the past Joy had exhibited reluctance to move over some of the more basic equipment. I set up a ground work exercise near the field so before Joy went into do an agility session, Chris walked her over the various surfaces and raised circular poles.
EXCELLENT PLAN

 With encouragement Joy was able to walk on raised rocky surfaces, walk between the rungs of a ladder laying flat on the ground, something she had been reluctant to do in the past. She walked on a raised wire mesh platform and various other surfaces she had not wanted to do in the past.
VERY GOOD

While Joy would have benefited from a wrap during this exercise it was felt that due to the nature of the course it would be unsafe to apply a wrap to her.
